Vice Chairman Moody will also continue to serve as Vice Chairman of the Pokagon Gaming Authority Board,
which oversees the Pokagon Band’s casino properties including Four Winds New Buffalo®, Four Winds
Hartford® and Four Winds Dowagiac’.
